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textural clarity

A three-storey villa located in a coniferous 1.000 sm inclined topography that provided the dominant rich pine greens. The articulation of
white volumes along the south-north axis is the main characteristic enabling the interplay between natural daylight and textural variety
following the seasonal change.

The ground floor, communicating visually and functionally with the swimming pool, was conceptualized as a vacation house in an urban
fabric in order to offer the utilities of modern multi media game rooms entertaining the residents and their friends. The aqua blue tint of the
wall panelling, repeats the contrasting wenge deck to the white volumes of the swimming pool.

The design of the top levels followed the philosophy of functional zoning, regarding visual communication, ergonomics and layout while
they were harmonized owing to the precise application and continuation of textures and materials. Stained dark oak acts as the dominant
material unified and contrasted by the enveloping application of plaster concrete over floors, walls and ceilings.

The main entrance invades the transparent staircase area, which is flooded by natural light. Transparency over the marble floor antiquity
was enhanced by the glass barrister that was designed as a vertical plane cutting the cantilevered wenge steps.
